A Study on Paddy Rice Cultivation Method Described in Sishi Zuanyao.

The descriptions of crop cultivation in Sishi Zuanyao, an agricultural book written in the late Tang Dynasty and
the Five Dynasties, are mainly composed of quotations from previous agricultural books. However, the description
of paddy rice largely omits the source material, Qimin Yaoshu. The omission seems to have been made to suit the
actual agricultural situation in the late Tang Dynasty and the Five Dynasties.That rice cultivation method involved
continuous direct sowing in water without specifying locational conditions, and was a farming method that could
be practiced in the low-lying areas from western Shandong to eastern Henan east of Kaifeng during the late Tang
Dynasty and the Five Dynasties.

Industrial Policy of the Ministry of Agriculture and Commerce on Inspections of Export Goods from the
Late Meiji Era to the Early Taisho Era : A Case Study of Habutae and Hanamushiro

The purpose of this paper is to clarify how the Ministry of Agriculture and Commerce in Japan performed the
industrial policy related with inspections of export goods from the Late Meiji Era to the Early Taisho Era, focusing
on the case of inspections of Habutae and Hanamushiro. Regarding export goods, the Ministry of Agriculture and
Commerce did not depend exclusively on ineffective inspections of trade associations. Instead, the Ministry
intended to control inspections directly. Moreover, regarding inspections of export goods, occasionally the
Ministry even replaced a portion of voluntary activities of dealers. Such Ministry’s policy had a great influence on
improving the quality of Japanese export goods.

Summary
Export Cartels and Low—Price Issues in Japan : A Case study of the Sewing Machine Industry in the 1950s
-1960s

In the sewing machine industry, a problem of low—price exports due to “excessive competition” had arisen since
the early 1950s. Although the Ministry of International Trade and Industry (MITI) and the sewing machine
industry took measures to address this issue, rebate practices, etc. rendered these efforts largely ineffective.
However, prompted by import restriction movements by the Singer Corporation, the sewing machine industry
implemented export quantity cartels, fostered and strengthened export keiretsu, and strictly prohibited the transfer
of export quotas while promoting business closures and mergers from the late 1950s to the 1960s. As a result of

these measures, the export cartels were strengthened, and the low—price export issue was resolved over time.
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
